Overview  

 The Gloucester County Solid Waste 

Complex (landfill) has a Household Special 

Waste Collection schedule. 

 Materials accepted are: 
1. Paints and stains; oil based only – no latex 

2. Motor oil and anti-freeze; 

3. Acid and/or  ni-acid batteries; 

4. Fluorescent tubes and ballasts; 

5. Solvents, pesticides, herbicides, and cleaners; 

6. Kerosene, gasoline; 

7. Turpentine, varnish, auto & floor care products; 

8. Fertilizers, rat poison, and weed killers; 

9. Lighter fluid and propane tanks; 

10. Photographic and pool chemicals. 
 

Items NOT ACCEPTED are: 

 PCBs,  

 kepones,  

 2,4,5-TP,  

 silvex,  

 dioxin,  

 infectious wastes,  

 radioactive material,  

 explosives, and 

 30, 55, & 85 gallon containers without prior 

approval.

GENERAL RECYCLING 

 

Drop Off:     151 Colson Lane 

 

 General recycling includes the 

following: 

1. Appliances and/or any metal items 

(scrap metal); 

2. Motor and Transmission oil; 

3. Oil filters; 

4. Electronics; and, 

5. Anti-Freeze  

 

Items that are NOT ACCEPTED would 

be: 

 Wood/lumber painted/unpainted or 

treated/non-treated; 

 Concrete; 

 Any hazardous waste labeled so;  

 Propane Tanks 

 Tires.

VEGETATIVE RECYCLING  
 

The Vegetative Recycling Program includes: 

1. grass,  

2. leaves,  

3. and trimmings, 

4. Other FREE Acceptable Materials  

include branches, brush, and shrubs  

however they must be cut no more than four 

feet in length.  

 

The Township has implemented a brush and 

leaf curbside collection program. Brush is 

collected on the fourth Wednesday of every 

month.  You must make arrangements for 

brush collection by calling Public Works 

(223-1308) or the Trash Hotline (478-9514) 

no later than the Tuesday morning prior to 

the pickup by 9:00 AM to be added to the 

list.  Leaf collection takes place October 

through December.  Leaves must be raked to 

the curb and not bagged.  The Township is 

split into six (6) zones for this collection.  

Please refer to our website to determine your 

zone.  Residents should rake un-bagged 

leaves to the curb.  Please do not place other 

items such as grass, dirt, stones, rocks, etc. 

out with the leaves as it is not intended to go 

through the equipment.  These items could 

damage the equipment and cause injury to 

the crew.  Do not block storm inlets, 

mailboxes or fire hydrants.  Our machine 

has limited reach.  We cannot come in your 

driveway or yard for removal.  Be courteous 

to your neighbor and their parking situations 

when placing leaves at the curb.     

 

ELECTRONICS RECYCLING 

 

The Electronic Waste Management Act has 

gone into effect.  As a result, it is mandatory 

that electronics are recycled.  Electronics 

will now be picked up curbside the second 

Wednesday of every month.  You must call 

the trash hotline (478-9514) or Public Works 

(223-1308) to be put on the list.  Requests 

for pickup must be received no later than 

9:00 AM the day before the scheduled 

pickup.    

 

CURB SIDE TRASH & RECYCLING 

 

All trash and recyclable materials will be 

collected on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday 

and Friday depending on where you live.  

Place trash (each household was provided 

with a trash cart and a recycling cart) and 

recyclables curbside after 6:00 p.m. on 

evenings prior to your collection day.  The 

recycling is single stream therefore residents 

may commingle those items.  The trash and 

recycle carts must be at least 4 feet apart and 

away from obstacles. Items that are 

collected curbside are as follows: 

1. Wood/lumber (including painted and/or 

treated materials); 

2. Appliances and metal items; 

3. Rug/Carpet (5ft in length, no more than 

50 lbs);  

4. Household furniture; 

5. Paper, newspaper, magazines and books; 

cardboard, plastic #1 & 2 ONLY, and 

glass. 

 Scrap metal items and electronics are 

collected on the 2nd Wednesday of each 

month.  Please call 478-9514 or 223-

1308 to schedule for pick up.
